The power and significance of the Kingdom never changes but it is constantly moving and that brings
our enemies out in force.

That’'s what my hope is for this season of life at our church. That it would be viewed, not as a change, but
as a method to move the Kingdom forward. Believe me when | say that this change isn’'t easy for any of
us. It will involve more work, more sacrifice, more teachers, more greeters, more musicians, more tech spe-
cialists, more planning and more communication, but | can’t tell you how excited | am for this church to be a
part of the movement of God’s Kingdom. My friends, it's the most powerful thing on earth... The kingdom
is moving and advancing and we are a part of it! Let's shift our perspective from things “changing” to things
“moving”.
