Pear Pie
Ingredients:
Pie crust
1/4 c flour
1 c sugar
1 T lemon juice
1 c heavy cream
4 large pears, peeled and cut in thin slices
1 T sugar
1/4 t cinnamon

Mix together flour and sugar. Add lemon juice and heavy cream. Add pears. Pour into unbaked 
9 inch pie crust. Sprinkle with mixture of cinnamon and sugar. Bake at 425! for 45 minutes. If 
pears are hard, cut into thinner slices.

! Make homemade goodies, such as 

cookies, caramel apples, and 
popcorn balls, for family and friends
